Day 1Mon Fly Australia –Guangzhou
Board China Southern Airline flight bound for
Guangzhou; upon arrival met & transfer to your
hotel –Jiangwan Hotel for 1 night; enjoy the
welcome dinner tonight (D)
Day 2 Tue Fly Guangzhou –Guilin
We start the morning sightseeing at Dr Sun Yatsen’s
Memorial Hall, an impressive historical site;
In the afternoon we take the short flight to Guilin,
the most scenic city; check in Bravo Hotel for 2
nights (B/L/D)
Day 3 Wed Guilin
Enjoy the full day excursion to cruise on the
legendary Li River; stroll along the bustling
Yangshuo Market before return to Guilin (B/L/D)
Day 4 Thu Fly Guilin –Kunming
Morning explore the colourful natural wonder Reed
Flute Cave; we fly to Kunming, the city of spring;
Check in Kunming Hotel for 1 night (B/L/D)
Day 5 Fri Fly Kunming - Lijiang
Take the morning flight to Lijiang, a cultural center
for Naxi ethnic minority people. Explore the
bustling local markets, cobbled streets and be
amazed by the Naxi colorful costumes’stay at
Jianlanchun Hotel for 2 nights (B/L/D)
Day 6 Sat Lijiang
Yulong Snow Mountain is the southernmost marine
glacier, its summit is more than 5000 meters above
the sea level, and you will travel by cable car to
enjoy the stunning view of the snow mountain
ranges. Visit Baisha Township. (B/L/D)
Day 7 Sun Fly Lijiang –Kunming
Take the morning flight back to Kunming; then we
start to visit the beautiful Western Hill; stay at
Kunming Hotel for 2 nights (B/L/D)
Day 8 Mon Kunming
Stone Forest regarded, as a natural wonder on the
earth, is a site of bizarre rock formations, standing
pillar-like in an area of 80 hectares, eroded over the
millennia by wind & water (B/L/D)
Day 9 Tue Fly Kunming –Chengdu
Fly to Chengdu, the capital of Sichuan Province and
the hometown of pandas; stay at Sunshine Hotel for
2 nights (B/L/D)
Day 10 Wed Chengdu
Visit to the Panda Breeding Center located in the
lush suburb; explore Sanxindui Museum where
awesome ancient ceramics, jades and gold objects
unearthed in 1980s are on display (B/L/D)
Day 11 Thu Fly Chengdu –Xian
We fly to Xian, one of the most important ancient
capitals; check in Aurum International Hotel for 2
nights (B/L/D)

Day 12 Fri Xian
Today explore one of the greatest archaeological
discoveries in the 20th century the Terracotta
Warriors and the Bronze Chariot of the first
emperor of China; stroll along the Hot Spring;
tonight taste the famous dumpling dinner and enjoy
the Tang Dynasty Show (B/L/D)
Day 13 Sat Train Xian –Beijing
Visit the Provincial Museum; climb the City Wall
and Wild Goose Pagoda; take the overnight soft
sleeper train departing for Beijing (B/L/D)
Day 14 Sun Beijing
Upon arrival transfer to your hotel for breakfast; rest
of the day visit the Temple of Heaven, a unique
historial building where the emperors used to
worship the heaven for better harvests; check in
Holiday Inn Tiantan for 3 nights (B/L/D)

Climb the Great Wall of China –the only man made
structure, which is visible from the space, visiting
the amazing exhibits from the Ming Tombs; enjoy
Peking Duck dinner (B/L/D)

Dynasties; experience the rickshaw ride along the
local Hutongs (B/L/D)
